ReadMe – How a Developer Updates the Database
1) Make sure you have Microsoft’s “SQL Server Data Tools” (SSDT) installed.  This will allow you to open the database project in Visual Studio.  http://msdn.microsoft.com/en-us/data/tools
2) Each developer will be using a local copy of the database to develop on.
3) Make the schema change (table, SP, data) in Visual Studio using the .sql files.
4) [Optional]  Use the “Schema Compare” tool (right-click on the Database Project) to see your changes when compare to your local database.
5) Publish the “DatabaseAndTestData” project to your local database to verify your database change.
6) Once verified, update the version number of the main SSDT project.   (Right-click on the Database Project -> Properties -> Project Settings -> Properties… -> Version.)
7) Create a new snapshot (DACPAC) with the default name (which includes the timestamp).   (Right-click on the Database Project -> Snapshot Project)   
8) Select the new DACPAC, and change its property “Copy to Output Directory” to “Copy if newer”.
9) [Optional]  Delete previous snapshots (DACPAC’s).
10) [bookmark: _GoBack][Should already be done.]  Set the “Build output path” of the Database project to the folder where the StartUp Project expects the latest DACPAC’s to be.
11) Build the project.  (Which puts the DACPAC in the output folder.)
12) Check-in the changed files.

Test on local database
To apply your database project changes right now, double-click on the “…publish.xml” file, and click “Publish”.
